FLAME EXCLAMATION MARK HEALTH HAZARD

• Flammable
• Self-reactive
• Pyrophoric
• Self-heating
• Emits flammable gases 

when in contact with 
water

• Organic peroxide

• Irritation (skin or eyes)
• Skin sensitization
• Acute toxicity (harmful)
• Specific target organ toxicity 

for single exposure 
(drowsiness, dizziness or 
respiratory irritation)

• Hazardous to ozone layer

• Carcinogenicity
• Respiratory sensitization
• Reproductive toxicity
• Specific target organ 

toxicity for single or 
repeated exposure

• Germ cell mutagenicity
• Aspiration hazard
